All of these questions are regularly asked in one form or another as part of the written examination.

Answer all of the following questions –use a textbook, your notes and your stimulus material to help you.
SECTION A

Your answers for this section should be based on work from the stimulus material (copy provided).

1. The title & number of our stimulus is       
2. Use the space below to write a brief scenario (what happens/the plot)of the drama created by your group. Break the story into no more than four parts. You must include the scene number, time and location of each part both now and in the final examination. If you exceed the allocated space you will automatically lose one mark.

3. What form did you employ to present your drama (pantomime, play form, comedy, tragedy, musical etc)
4. List four conventions that you used, how and why they were effective.

5. Identify the main character in your drama (remember always to include their FULL name and age)

6. Why is this character central to the drama?

7. Now think about two other characters in your drama. Choose any two and explain their purpose in the drama. (Full names, ages, their roles and why they are essential to the drama)
8. What is the purpose or message of your drama? (to educate, to entertain, to inform, to explore a theme or issue, to communicate a message)
9. What is your character’s role in the drama? (i.e: the mother, the doctor, the murderer etc)
10.  What is the most important moment for your character (always remember to say why!)

11. What is the most important relationship between your character and one other character? (What is the relationship and why is it important to the drama)

12. How did you use voice and movement to show this relationship. (This question is about body language, gestures, facial expressions, use of space, use of levels, eye contact, tone of voice, pitch of voice, volume, emphasis on key words or phrases, intonation, articulation, clarity and pace of voice). Make at least four points with justifications (eg I used an angry tone of voice and facial expression to convey how I felt about...)
13. How did (or could) you use lighting, make-up, costume, props and sound effects in your drama. Give at least two examples of each theatre art and justify your decisions. (eg I would have liked sfx of city noises like traffic and car horns to give a sense of being in an urban environment).
14. What was the climax of your drama? 

15. Describe the acting, including reactions of the actors in that moment. (Body language, gesture, facial expressions, eye contact, use of space, tone, pitch, pace, pause etc)Make at least eight statements for this question.
16. How did you build tension in your drama? (movement, silence, action, pause, eye contact, conflict, dramatic irony etc)
17. What sort of staging would best suit your performance and why? (Thrust, avenue, proscenium arch, in the round etc).
18. Draw a ground plan of your set on a separate sheet of paper, include a key, the position of the audience, set dressings, rostra, treads, entrances and exits: keep it simple and clear.

19. What problems did you encounter in the drama process and how have you dealt with them?

20. If you could change one aspect of the drama what would it be?
