Campbeltown Grammar School Student Council

CONSTITUTION

1. The Student Council shall consist of elected members representing year groups (a maximum of two per year group) and core classes (a maximum of two per class), two co-opted staff members and the Rector as an honorary member.

2. Elections will take place by ballot annually in October.

3. A Chairperson, Vice-Chairperson, Secretary and Assistant Secretary will be elected by Council Members at the first meeting following an election.

4. All members of the council should attend each meeting.  If any member fails to attend 3 meetings consecutively without good reason or is persistently absent, his/her membership will be withdrawn.  The quorum shall be seven members.

5. Council meetings will generally be held during lunchtimes on the first Monday, or nearest convenient date, of each Month.

6. The Chair and Vice Chair will be responsible for informing students of the meeting and collecting agenda items.  The following shall be standing items:

· Apologies

· Minutes of previous meeting

· Matters arising from the minutes

· Correspondence

· Any other competent business

Other items of business must be notified to the Secretary at least one week prior to the meeting.  Matters to be raised under AOCB must be notified to the Chairperson before the start of the meeting.

7. Staff or students who wish to raise any matter with the Council may be invited to attend for that part of the meeting at which the matter is to be discussed.

8. Open meetings of the Council, which may be attended by staff and students, may be held once per term if considered appropriate or desirable.  Staff and students attending open meetings may speak, by invitation of the Chairperson only, if they have given advance notice of their wish to do so.

9. In the event of a vote on any issue, the Chairperson shall not cast a vote unless to resolve a tie.

10.  Decisions of the Council shall be referred to the Rector for consideration as appropriate.  There will be a meeting every fortnight at an agreed time between the Rector and identified members of the Council to discuss items raised at meetings and to seek approval for action.
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
